Capital Punishment Statute.  After finding a defendant guilty of murder in the first degree, the jury shall look at the circumstances of the crime and at the character of the individual defendant.  If it finds the aggravating circumstances of the crime and the defendant outweigh the mitigating circumstances, it shall return a recommendation of the death penalty.  Otherwise, it shall recommend life imprisonment with or without the possibility of parole
Case 4: Sonia Williams   Age: 27  Sex: Female


Williams has no prior record.


On September 10 of this year, Williams called the police and reported that she had been raped by a man named Gregg.  She was taken down to a hospital where a doctor examined her, but said that he could find no evidence of rape.


The police investigated her report and told Williams that they could not arrest Gregg.  It was dark, they said, and so she could have been mistaken about the identity of her attacker.  Besides, they said, Gregg had a perfect alibi for the night in question.


Williams decided to take matters into her own hands.   She bought a gun and waited around the corner where he allegedly first attacked her.  When Gregg and a friend approached, she told Gregg she had been looking for him and was glad to see him.  She invited the two men to go somewhere for a drink.  They got into her car and drove to a secluded spot where she shot and killed both men.


Sonia Williams was convicted of first-degree murder.
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
